The Signallers Club and the C&E Reunions 
A Brief History  

 
Prior to the 24 Oct 77 Royal Canadian Corps of Signals birthday party, Dick Libby went to CFB Kingston to spread the word that 
the celebration would be held at Chimo’s Bar (it was on Days Rd at Bath Rd).  While at the celebration Dick Libby suggested to 
Fred McQuillan that perhaps a signallers club could be formed along lines similar to those of the regimental associations of infan-
try regiments. 
   Fred liked the suggestion and about six months later called Dick to set up a meeting between the two of them at Dick’s resi-
dence.  Two more meetings followed at Fred’s residence where plans were made to contact signallers to participate in a meeting 
to determine if there was enough interest in forming a Signallers Club in the Kingston area.  A lot of member prospects were con-
tacted but Dick was quite disappointed as only 15 or 16 attended.  He said that there was reluctance at first on the part of officers 
as they feared it would conflict with the existing Royal Canadian Signals Association. 
 
   Notwithstanding, the first meeting of what is called The Signallers Club of Canada was called to order in March 1980 at H55, 
CFB Kingston.  After nominations Fred McQuillan was elected as the Club’s first President and Dick Libby as its Secretary.  At 
the following meeting on 13 May 80, the slate of officers was expanded by electing 1st Vice President – Hugh McInnis, 2nd and 
3rd Vice Presidents – Dave Russell and Al Pollard, and the Treasurer Jack Burman. 
 
   At the third meeting on 3 Jul 80 a brief discussion was held on the merits of holding a two-day reunion over the RCCS birthday 
on 24 and 25 Oct 80 (in less than four months’ time!)  Well believe it or not, in those 100 days, all the arranging was done, just 
over 600 people attended, and they had such a good time that they were clamouring for another one, this time on a national scale! 
 
   At the 6th meeting on 14 Apr 81, a motion was carried empowering the Sigs Club Executive to hold a national reunion in 1983 
and to commence planning for it immediately.  It was also decided to hold all reunions over Labour Day weekends from Fri to 
Mon.  Thus began the tradition of national reunions sponsored by the Sigs Club.  They were held in 1983, 87, 93 and 98 with ap-
proximately 2500 people attending from all over the globe: Canada, USA, Europe, Asia, Australia, the West Indies, etc.  The 5th 
National Reunion was held in 2003 to celebrate the 100th Anniversary of the birth of formalized military communications in Can-
ada.  1200 attended the events in Kingston which were presided over by HRH The Princess Royal.  However, these were only 
one part of a spectacular year-long anniversary celebration arranged and sponsored by the Canadian Forces Communications and 
Electronics Branch with the participation of all military communications units and associations/clubs.  The 6th Reunion was held 
in 2008 again under the auspices of the C&E Branch supported by the Sigs Club, C&E Museum, CFCSE and our many other 
communications units/associations. 
 
   In the meantime membership in The Signallers Club of Canada has soared from the original 18 members to the current 752.  So 
let us remember to thank Dick Libby’s original idea, Fred McQuillan’s high energy, contacts and pure doggedness and the efforts 
of the other original members for starting the Sigs Club and establishing the tradition of the Signals Birthday Party/C&E National 
Reunion that we now enjoy so much.
